wuat are FREIGHT SERVICES?

As the official service contractor, Freeman is the exclusive provider of freight
services. Material handling includes unloading your exhibit material, storing up
to 30 days in advance at the warehouse address, delivering to the booth, the
handling of empty containers to and from storage, and removing of material from
the booth for reloading onto outbound carriers. It should not be confused with the
cost to transport your exhibit material to and from the convention or event. You
have two options for shipping your advance freight — either to the warehouse or
directly to show site.

How do | ship to the warehouse?

¢ \We will accept freight beginning 30 days prior to show move-in.

® To check on your freight arrival, call Exhibitor Services at the location listed on
Quick Facts.

* To ensure timely arrival of your materials at show site, freight should arrive by
the deadline date listed on Quick Facts. Your freight will still be received after the
deadline date, but additional charges will be incurred.

* The warehouse will receive shipments Monday through Friday, except holidays.
Refer to Quick Facts for warehouse hours. No appointment is necessary.

e The warehouse will accept crates, cartons, skids, trunks/cases and carpets.
Loose or pad-wrapped material must bae sent directly to show site.

e All shipments must have a bill of lading or delivery slip indicating the number of
pieces, type of merchandise and weight.

¢ Certified weight tickets must accompany all shipments.

* \Warehouse freight will be delivered to the booth prior to exhibitor setup.

® Please call the number located on Quick Facts if you want to ship oversized
material that requires special equipment to the warehouse.

How do | ship to show site?

e Freight will be accepted only during exhibitor move-in. Please refer to Quick
Facts for the specific exhibitor move-in dates and times.

o All shipments must have a bill of lading or delivery slip indicating the number of
pieces, type of merchandise and weight.

o Certified weight tickets must accompany all shipments.

What about prepaid or collect shipping charges?

¢ Collect shipments will be returned to the delivery carrier.

e To ensure that your freight does not arrive collect, mark your bill of lading
"prepaid.”

® "Prepaid” designates that the transportation charges will be paid by the exhibitor
or a third party.

How should I label my freight?

e The label should contain the exhibiting company name, the booth number and
the name of the event.

* The specific shipping address for either the warehouse or show site is located
on Quick Facts.

How do | estimate my Material Handling charges?

e Charges will be based on the weight of your shipment. Each shipment received
is considered separately. The shipment weight will be rounded to the next 100
pounds. Each 100 pounds is considered one “cwt.” (one hundred weight). All
shipments are subject to reweigh.

* On the Order Form, select whether the freight will arrive at the warehouse or be
sent directly to show site.

* Next, select the category that best describes your shipment. There are three
categories of freight:

Crated: material that is skidded or is in any type of shipping container that can
be unloaded at the dock with no additional handling required.

Special Handling: material delivered by the carrier in such a manner that it
requires additional handling, such as ground unloading, stacked and constricted
space unloading, designated piece unloading, loads mixed with pad-wrapped
material, loads failing to maintain shipping integrity, carpet and/or pad-only
shipments, and shipments that require additional time, equipment or labor to
unload. Federal Express and UPS are included in this category due to their
delivery procedures.

Uncrated: material that is shipped loose or pad-wrapped, and/or unskidded
machinery without proper lifting bars or hooks.

e Add overtime charges for inbound if material is delivered to the booth during
the overtime period stated on Quick Facts. This includes both warehouse and
show-site shipments.

Depending on the size of the show, this process may take several
hours.

How do | protect my materials after they are delivered to the show or

before they are picked up after the show?

e Consistent with trade show industry practices, there may be a lapse of time
between the delivery of your shipment(s) to your booth and your arrival. The
same is true for the outbound phase of the show — the time between your
departure and the actual pick-up of your materials. During these times, your
materials will be left unattended. We recommend that you arrange for a
representative to stay with your materials or that you hire security services to
safeguard your materials.

How do | ship my materials after the close of the show?

® Each shipment must have a completed Material Handling Agreement in order to
ship materials from the show. All pieces must be labeled individually.

® To save time, complete and submit the Outbound Shipping Form in advance, or
you may contact the Service Center at show site for your shipping documents.
The Material Handling Agreement and labels will be processed and available
prior to show closing.

e After materials are packed, labeled, and ready to be shipped, the completed
Material Handling Agreement must be turned in at the Service Center.

e Call your designated carrier with pick-up information. Please refer to Quick Facts
for specific dates and times. In the event your selected carrier fails to show on
final move-out day, your shipment will either be rerouted to Freeman'’s carrier
choice or delivered back to the warehouse at exhibitor’s expense.

Special handling applies to shipments that are loaded by cubic space and/or packed in such a manner as
to require additional labor/handling, such as ground unloading, constricted space unloading, designated
piece unloading, carpet/pad only shipments or stacked shipments. Also included are shipment integrity,
alternate delivery locations, mixed shipments, and shipments without individual bills of lading. Shipments
loaded in this manner require additional time, labor, or equipment, to unload, sort and deliver.

What is Ground Loading/Unloading?
Vehicles that are not dock height, preventing the use of loading docks, such as U-hauls, flat bed trailers,
double drop trailers, company vehicles with trailers that are not dock level, etc.

What is Constricted Space Loading/Unloading?

Trailer loaded “high and tight” shipments that are not easily accessible. Freight is loaded to full capacity
of trailer — top to bottom, side to side. One example of this is freight that is loaded down one side of a
trailer that must be bypassed to reach targeted freight.

What is Designated Piece Loading/Unloading?

Drivers that require the loading crew to bring multiple pieces of the freight to the rear of the trailer to select
the next piece, having to remove freight from the trailer then reload to fit or the trailer must be loaded in
a sequence to ensure all items fit.

What are Stacked Shipments?

Shipments loaded in such a manner requiring multiple items to be removed to ground level for delivery
to booth. Stacked or “cubed out” shipments, loose items placed on top of crates and/or pallets constitute
special handling.

What is Shipment Integrity?

Shipment integrity involves shipments on a carrier that are intermingled, or delivered in such a manner
that additional labor is needed to sort through and separate the various shipments on a truck for delivery
to our customers.

What is Alternate Delivery Location?
Alternative delivery location refers to shipments that are delivered by a carrier that requires us to deliver
some shipments to different levels in the same building, or to other buildings in the same facility.

What are Mixed Shipments?

Mixed shipments are defined as shipments of mixed crated and uncrated goods, where the percentage of
uncrated is minimal and does not warrant the full uncrated rate for the shipment, but does require special
handling. Freeman defines special handling for mixed loads as having less than 50% of the volume as
uncrated.

What does it mean if | have “No Documentation”?

Shipments arrive from a small package carrier (including, among others, Federal Express, Airborne
Express, DHL and UPS) without an individual Bill of Lading, requiring additional time, labor and equipment
to process.

What about carpet only shipments?
Shipments that consist of carpet and/or carpet padding only require special handling because of additional
labor and equipment to unload.

What is the difference between Crated and Uncrated Shipments?

Crated shipments are those that are packed in any type of shipping container that can be unloaded at
the dock with no additional handling required. Such containers include crates, fiber cases, cartons, and
properly packed skids. An uncrated shipment is material that is shipped loose or pad-wrapped, and/or
unskidded without proper lifting bars and hooks.

If power location in an island booth is not provided prior to show move-in, a location will be determined by Freeman in order to
maintain delivery schedules. Relocation of the service will be charged on a time and material basis.

OTHER:

1. Electrical Services provided to Island booths require labor and material for distribution. Please see the Electrical Labor
form for a detail of labor rules and regulations.

2. All material and equipment provided by Freeman is for rental purposes only and remains the property of Freeman . All
equipment will be removed at the close of the show.

3. All equipment regardless of power source, must comply with Federal, State and local codes. Freeman reserves the right to
inspect all electrical devices and connections to ensure compliance with all codes. Freeman is required to refuse connec-
tions where the exhibitor wiring is not in accordance with local electrical code.

4. Standard wall and other permanent building utility outlets or sockets are not part of booth space and may not be used by
exhibitors unless electrical services have been ordered.

5. Exhibitors’ cords must be a minimum of 14 gauge 3 wire with ground and must be flat when used for floorwork. All multi-
outlet devices (eg - power strips) must have circuit protection. All exposed non-current carrying metal parts of fixed equip-
ment, which are liable to be energized, shall be grounded.

6. Exhibitors’ equipment will be modified to conform to Freeman receptacles. Labor to install or change a cord cap will be

billed on a time and material basis.

. Exhibitors with hardwall displays must arrange for power to be installed inside the booth or provide access.

. Power sharing is not permitted between exhibitors.

. Labor rates are based on current wage scales and are subject to change in the event of a wage increase after rates have

been published.

10. Claims will not be considered, or adjustments made unless filed in writing, by Exhibitor, prior to the close of the event.

11. Freeman is not responsible for any damage or loss caused by the loss of power beyond its control and Exhibitor agrees
to hold Freeman, it officers, directors, employees and agents harmless from such power loss. IN NO EVENT SHALL
FREEMAN BE LIABLE FOR ANY INDIRECT OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES (INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION
LOST PROFITS) EVEN IF ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES, WHETHER UNDER THEORY OF
CONTRACT, TORT (INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE), PRODUCTS LIABILITY OR OTHERWISE. Exhibitor shall indemnify
and hold harmless Freeman, its officers, directors, employees, and agents from and against any and all claims, liabilities,
damages, fines, penalties or costs of whatsoever nature (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) arising out of or in any way
connected with Exhibitor’s actions or omissions under this Agreement.

All equipment must comply with state and local safety codes.

Claims will not be considered unless filed by exhibitor prior to close of show, no
exceptions.

Under no circumstances shall anyone other than “Qualified Plumbing Personnel”
make service connections.

All equipment using water must have inlet and outlet properly tagged.

Unless otherwise directed, Freeman Plumbing Personnel are authorized to cut
floor coverings to permit installation of service.

Connection rates listed cover bringing service from main line to booth and do not
include connecting equipment.

Service outlet size will be determined by the volume required.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REGULATIONS

Inherently Fire Retardant or Flame Retardant Treatment

1. All decorations, drapes, signs, banners, plastic displays, hay, straw, moss, split bamboo and other similar materials
MUST BE FLAME RETARDANT to the satisfaction of the Fire Department and the State Fire Marshal.

2. Table coverings must be flame retardant treated unless they lay flat, with an overhang no greater than 6".

3. OQilcloth, tar paper, sisal paper, nylon, orlon and certain other plastic materials cannot be made flame retardant and
their use is prohibited.

4. A Certificate of Flame Resistance shall be available for review by the Fire Marshal or on file with the Fire Marshal for all
decorative materials.

Vehicles/Internal Combustion Engines on Display

1. Any autos, trucks, motorcycles or other motorized vehicles displayed shall have their batteries disconnected and
terminals taped.

2. All motor vehicle tanks containing fuel or which have ever contained fuel, shall be furnished with locking-type gas caps or
sealed with tape. The level of gas in tanks cannot exceed five gallons or one-quarter tank, whichever is less.

3. Garden tractors, chain saws, power plants and other gasoline-powered equipment shall be safeguarded in a similar manner.

4. All autos, trucks and vehicles of any kind must show the location on the Fire Department-approved floor plan 14 days prior to
the show date.

Combustibles

1. Literature on display shall be limited to reasonable quantities. Reserve supplies shall be kept in closed containers and stored
in a neat and compact manner.

2. No cardboard boxes or any combustible materials may be stored on top of or near any electrical wiring in the spaces behin
the backwall drapery (booth) or behind any display.

Obstructions

1. Aisles designated on approved show floor plans shall be kept clean, clear and free of obstructions. Booth constructions
shall be substantial and fixed into position in specified areas for the duration of the show. Chairs, easels, signs and
demonstration areas shall not be placed beyond booth areas into aisles.

2. Allaisles must be maintained at a minimum of 10 feet in width or unless otherwise approved on floor plan.

3. All fire prevention and fire fighting equipment in all public assembly areas shall have easy and unobstructed accessibility.

Electrical Extension Cords and Multi-Plug Adapters

1. Extension cords shall service one appliance only and shall be a three-wire approved type (with ground). The extension cord
cannot exceed the capacity of the existing circuit breaker and cannot exceed fifteen amps.

2. Multi-plug adapters must be UL approved and have current (electricity) breaker overload safety device. Cube adapters and
other devices which increase outlets are not acceptable unless equipped with an internal circuit breaker.

3. All spliced wires are illegal.

Compressed Cylinders
1. Compressed cylinders must be attached to a stand if used upright or laid flat on floor.
2. Compressed flammable gases are prohibited inside a building. This includes acetylene, hydrogen, propane, butane and L.P.G.

Cooking and Warming Devices

Cooking and warming devices shall be electric. Sterno may be used for warming trays. Cooking devices shall be approved by a

recognized testing laboratory; e.g., U.L., F.M.

1. Cooking, warming devices, and/or heated products shall be isolated from the public by either placing the device a minimum of
four feet back from the front of the booth or provide a plexiglass shield 18 inches high, 1/4 inch thick across the front, and dov
both sides of the demonstration area.

Heat producing Equipment
1. Welding, soldering, or any open flame devices are prohibited.
2. Referto SEC. F-2 above

Multi-Level Booths
Exhibitor must submit an Architectural Design to Fire Marshal a minimum of 45 days prior to event.
